I've been in campus and community radio since 1995. I've worked and volunteered at CHSR in Fredericton,
CHRY in Toronto, and CHUO in Ottawa. I was the National Coordinator for the NCRA from 2002-2008. Since
then, I have worked with the Community Radio Fund of Canada, where I am currently the executive director.
